It was a pleasure to judge the Males at this well run show, I had a good entry and was overall pleased with my findings on the day. Thanks to my stewards Colin and Graham who kept things moving along nicely.
Special Beginners Dog (8,0 Abs)
1ST  Stelainros Wabana (Mrs E R & Mr S C Wilson)
Upstanding black dog with a good topline and tailset. Has a typical head and expression, clean in neck and good shoulders. Has good bone and tight feet. Stood foursquare and was moving well. In good coat and condition.
2ND  Centenalee Whisky Sour at Kyorli (Miss J M Douglas)
Medium size yellow dog with a nice head and expression. Has good pigmentation with ample bone and substance. In good coat and had a super Otter tail.
3RD	150 - Treantagh Nketia (Mr A & Mrs K Mell)
Veteran (7+ years) Dog (6,0)
1ST Ramsayville Remmington (Mr A, Mrs M, Miss M & Miss A Brown & Farquharson) 9 year old yellow in good form. Pleasing in profile with a short coupled body and good spring of rib. Kind head and expression, needs to use his ears. Amble bone and substance in good coat and condition, moving very well.
2ND Manorwell Buckskin at Lynquest JW (Ms L Haslam)
7 year yellow dog who was a shade longer than the winner.  He is of a very nice type with a pleasing head and expression. Good reach of neck flowing into level topline. Well angulated rear quarters again moving well.
3Rd  Shaymiloney Solsequoia Tipibear (Ms A E & Mr T M & Dr N Broadburn & Lawson & Sarti)
 Special Working Dog (2,0)
1ST  Ch Wynfaul The Wizard JW (Mrs M A Percival) 
Compact black who belies his 10 years and was clearly enjoying his day and giving his all. Balanced in outline with strong topline and typical otter tail.  Stands on good bone and tidy feet.  Sound and free moving.
2ND 140 - Jogolo Sail (Mr G Lowe)
Yellow dog shown in fit hard condition. Appreciated his gentle head and expression with correct eye colour. Would prefer a little more substance but moved very well.
Baby Puppy Dog (5,1)
1ST  Saranden I’m On Fire (Mr D N & Mrs S A Mclellan) 
Very promising yellow puppy of almost 6 months who held himself together well for his age. Attractive balanced head leading to clean neck and well placed shoulders.  Well angulated throughout, has good fore chest and barrel ribs. Does not need to carry any more weight. Ample bone and good feet. Moved well.
2ND Netherdene Mr Moriarty Baltarram (Mr M Douglas) 
5 month old, a stage behind the winner but I thought him very promising indeed. Liked his well proportioned head and expression. Clean through the neck and shoulders. Well constructed front and rear. Moved soundly.
3RD Keeninspires Grand Duke (Mrs S Perkins)
Minor Puppy Dog (6,0)
1ST  Rochevale Beal (Mr M Foster)
7 month old yellow who was very balanced in profile, just right for his age.  Pleasing head and expression with good length of muzzle. Good topline and tail set, short coupled through the body with good quarters and correct turn of stifle.  Moved well once his handler went at the correct speed.  Needs a little more schooling but I thought him very promising. 
2ND Kimbajak Royal Mint (Ms C M Edwards) 
Medium sized yellow puppy with ample bone and substance. He has a good reach of neck and well angulated front construction.  Stands four square displaying a short coupled body and level top line.  Adequate bone with good tight feet. Moved soundly. Preferred head of the winner.
3RD Darmilye Dare to Dream (Mrs C Mitchell)
 Puppy Dog (9,1)
1ST  Baileydale Rocket Man (Mr A & Mrs J Metcalfe) 
9 month old yellow dog shown to advantage and presenting a balanced outline. Masculine head with good expression and pigmentation.  Pleasing construction front and rear allowing him to stand four square. Well boned with neat feet. Moved very well maintaining his outline, displaying reach and drive. BPIS
2ND Tullochmohr Ultimo Finale (Mrs D Tulloch) 
Stylish black, attractive head and expression, good reach of neck into well constructed front. Pleasing bone and tight feet. A little longer in the body than the winner and needs to tighten in top line.  Super hind quarters with good width of thigh.  Moved ok.


3RD Mcfarwin’s Grey Legacy by Keeninspires (Mrs S Perkins)
 Junior Dog (10,2)
1ST  Cremino Celebrity (Mrs J & Mr G Johnson) 
Black of good type with no exaggerations.  Attractive head, lovley reach of neck, good topline and depth of body. Nice short couplings and deep through body. Well angulated front and rear allowing to always stand four square. Correct double coat and presented in well muscled condition. Moved well.  Should have a bright future. I noted later that he was sired by my CC winner.
2ND  Dolphingham Django Unchained to Evesmoore (Imp Ita) (Mr K R Evans)
Black dog of similar type. Well placed shoulders, front legs under the body has good fore chest and good length to leg. Well sprung ribs and short coupled body. Not in his best jacket today. Moved quite well.
3RD  Centenalee Whisky Sour at Kyorli (Miss J M Douglas)
 Yearling Dog (10,3)
1ST Rocheby Squadron Leader (Mrs D M Hopkinson) 
Eye catching yellow presenting a good balanced  outline. Pleasing head with good eye shape and expression.  Clean through the neck and shoulders with ample bone and tight feet. Well sprung ribs and short coupled through the body. Has good quarters and turn of stifle.  In good coat and condition, handled to advantage and moving well.
2ND  Binnaig Bonnach for Tullochmohr JW (Mrs D Tulloch) 
Yellow of different type to the winner but with lots of qualities to appreciate.  Attractive head with alert expression.  Ample bone and substance in tip top form.  Needs time to fill into his frame. Moving well. 
3RD  Teazledown Mystery by Wynfaul (Mrs M A Percival)

1ST Rochevale Beal (Mr M Foster)

2ND  Dolphingham Django Unchained to Evesmoore (Imp Ita) (Mr K R Evans) 
As previous
3RD  Netherdene Sea Captain (Dr M J Rose)
 Undergraduate Dog (2,0)
1ST Potterspiney Optimist Vision (Mrs E Young) 
Yellow of pleasing type. Typical head with good stop and kind expression. Has good fore chest and well boned legs. Correct double coat and otter tail. Nicely balanced throughout. Moved well holding a good outline.
2ND  Henissy Truffle Trifle (Miss C Farrar)
Larger framed black dog of good type. Preferred head on winner. Has good bone but would prefer better feet. In good coat and moved quite well.

11. Retriever (Labrador) - Special Graduate (handler to be under 18) (1,0)
1ST  Potterzuri Chip of The Old Block JW (E & E Young & Parkes)
Yellow of pleasing type who was well handled. Strong well developed body, good quarters with well turned stifles. Pleasing head and expression with good length of muzzle. Moved well at one with his handler.
Graduate Dog (9,0)
1ST Winsleywood Wellington JW (J E Harris) 
Strongly built yellow with masculine head. Clean through the neck and shoulder, well placed shoulders. Excellent spring of rib and brisket. Has good bone and excellent quarters with good turn of stifle and second thigh. In sparkling form , moving out well.
2ND Winsleywood Waghorn at Ravoakar JW (Mrs K & Mr C Bambrook) 
Litter brother to winner similar remarks apply.  Just felt the winner had a firmer topline and slightly better quarters, again moving very well.
3RD  Trendlewood One More Time (Mr D L & Mrs F E M Braddon)
 Post Graduate Dog (9,2)
1ST  Dream’s New York at Evesmoore (Imp Ita) (Mr K R Evans)
I was quite taken with this yellow dog.  He is  a type that we do not see often. He is masculine but without any coarseness or exaggeration.  One of the best heads of the day, such a typical Labrador expression. Pleasing construction front and rear allowing him to stand four square.  Good spring of rib and short coupled body. Firm topline held well whilst on the move displaying reach and drive. Just enough coat.
2ND Rocheby Havana (Mrs D M Hopkinson) 
Compact yellow with pleasing head and good  pigmentation.  Stands four square with feet well under body. Flowing topline into well set otter tail.  Good depth and spring of rib, well angulated hind quarters carrying just the right amount of weight and moving well.

3RD Amberstope Gold Label at Chapelmanor (ai) (Mrs E Hallgarth)
 Mid Limit Dog (11,1)
1ST Sleddarwood Sako Flyer over Steeleigh JW (Mrs L Lesley) 
Darker yellow of excellent type. A shade bigger than some but extremely well balanced. Lovely head and expression, clean reach of neck into well placed shoulders. Good bone leading to excellent feet. In good coat and condition, showing and moving well. A very nice example of the breed.
2ND  Cinders Salty Sea (Miss J Hughes) 
Compact black dog of a good honest type.  Really liked his head and expression. Pleasing eye shape and colour. Ample neck with good front construction. Excellent barrel ribs and short coupling. Strong hind quarters with well let down hocks. Correct double coat and otter tail. Moved soundly.
3RD  Glosmere The Grenadier JW (Mrs M J & Miss N Hutchinson)
 Retriever (Labrador) - Limit Dog

1ST  Devonshires Yellowstone at Mariank (Imp Usa) (Mr R S Ennis-Holden) 
Strongly built masculine yellow who portrays a very good outline displaying his well constructed virtues to advantage.  Good topline and tailset, excellent front construction with feet well under body. Good spring of rib, short coupled and well angulated rear. Must not carry any more weight.  Excelled on the move.
2ND Willokin's Whistle Blower (Miss J Digweed)
Another pleasing yellow that I liked very much.  Typical head and expression, well balanced with a short coupled body.  Good angles all through and was moving well.  Not quite the form of the winner today.

3RD  Aramis Britannica Archipelago at Steeleigh (Imp Ltu) JW (Mrs L Lesley)
Open Dog (14,2)
This was an excellent class, thankyou.  I would happily have awarded top honours to any of the placed dogs. It came down to nit picking and personal preference. 
1ST  Sh Ch Cremino Calabrese (Mrs J & Mr G Johnson) 
A dog I have previously admired and awarded a RCC as a youngster. He has continued to mature into a very fine specimen of the breed.  He is completely unexaggerated and presents a truly special outline being so well balanced.  Super clean neck into an excellent front construction, very good spring of rib with a short coupled body.  Firm top line and good otter tail.  Kind head and expression that is not overdone in any way.  Shows himself to advantage in a steady fashion.  His movement confirms his excellent construction and is a pleasure to watch.  Delighted to award him the CC and later went BOB on the referee’s decision. 
2nd Sh Ch Carromer Chippindale (Mr M & Mrs C Reynolds) 
Found this dog to be of a similar type and was not surprised to discover that they have the same sire.  Pleasing head with typical expression, clean neck flowing into level top line and well set on otter tail.  His construction allows him to stand four square at all times. Shown in very good coat and condition and moving well.  Deserved  the RCC
